THEOLOGICAL FOUNDATION 

Understanding Manifestation in Scripture 

  

1. THE NATURE OF MANIFESTATION 

Manifestation is the visible expression of spiritual reality. 

Manifestation occurs when what God has accomplished within us 

becomes evident through us. 

Romans 8:19 (NKJV) 

"For the earnest expectation of the creation eagerly waits for the 

revealing of the sons of God." 

The word "revealing" implies: 

� unveiling 

� disclosure 

� making visible 

� bringing into view 

Manifestation is therefore the unveiling of God's work in His 

people. 

Manifestation is not merely receiving blessings. 



Manifestation is becoming evidence of God's activity. 

  

2. MANIFESTATION BEGINS WITH CHRIST 

The first and greatest manifestation is Christ. 

God's ultimate purpose is not merely to bless believers. 

His purpose is to reveal Christ through believers. 

Colossians 1:27 (NKJV) 

"Christ in you, the hope of glory." 

Galatians 2:20 (NKJV) 

"It is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me." 

Before God manifests things through us, He manifests Christ in 

us. 

Manifestation begins with identity. 

  

3. MANIFESTATION FOLLOWS TRANSFORMATION 

Manifestation is the fruit of transformation. 

Transformation changes us internally. 



Manifestation reveals that change externally. 

Romans 12:2 (NKJV) 

"And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by 

the renewing of your mind..." 

2 Corinthians 3:18 (NKJV) 

"But we all, with unveiled face... are being transformed into the 

same image from glory to glory..." 

God transforms before He reveals. 

This is why May naturally precedes June in the spiritual journey of 

ASK Global. 

Transformation produces manifestation.
